1. By submitting an entry you agree to the following Terms and Conditions.
2. Passports with up to date vaccinations must be shown before unloading.
3. Any withdrawals must be made before the close of entry. Any withdrawals made 

after this time will not be eligible for a refund unless the event is provided with a 
valid doctor's or vet's certificate.

4. For dressage classes it is the competitors responsibility to check the website for 
times.

5. All dressage competitions will run under BD rules.
6. The event reserves the right to refuse entry, cancel or amend classes without giving a 

reason.
7. Classes may be split if there are enough entries.
8. The judge and organisers decision is final; any objections must be lodged with the 

secretary within 15 minutes of the incidents along with a £10 deposit, this will be 
returned of the objection is upheld.

9. Charlton Village Stables, the organisers, their representatives, or helpers do not 
accept liability for damage, injury, or loss suffered by spectators, competitors, their 
horses, grooms, friends, vehicles or property under any circumstances unless through
proven negligence of the organisers. Claims of negligence must be submitted in 
writing on the day of the claim.

10. All competitors must compete in the correct order. If the competitor does not declare 
themselves to the steward then they will be deemed withdrawn; no refunds will be 
given under these circumstances.

11. Correct competition riding attire is to be worn unless stated otherwise. Correct BSI 
standard hats must be worn at all times whilst mounted.

12. The welfare of horses is vital, any horse deemed sick or injured will be eliminated 
and asked to leave the venue immediately.

13. If the event is cancelled the organisers will retain a £2 admin fee; it is the 
responsibility of the competitor to check the website to find if the event is cancelled.

14. Lunging is not permitted any where on site during the competition.
15. Entries are limited and will be taken on a first come basis; waiting lists will be held.
16. Children under 18 must be accompanied by an adult at all times.
17. Competitors are asked to keep the venue clean, all dropping are to be removed or put 

in the barrows provided.
18. Dogs must be kept on leads at all times and away from the arena. Dogs are the 

owners responsibility, if a dog is found loose and unattended the owner will be asked 
to leave the venue.

Anyone found to be disobeying these rules will be asked to leave the venue immediately.

This show is a qualifier for The Sunshine Tour Championships held at The All England 
Jumping Course, Hickstead from Thursday 17th – Sunday 20th September 2020. The 
Championships are for unaffiliated and amateur competitors in Dressage from Intro to 
Elementary, Show Jumping from Lead Rein to 1.05m; Showing for lead rein, in-hand, 
ridden, working hunter, veterans, plus many more, Eventer’s Challenge from 60cm through
to 1m.
