RULES AND CONDITIONS: 
1. Hard hats conforming to current safety standards must be worn by all riders when mounted.  
2. The wearing of a back protector is strongly advised for participants who will be using the optional jumps.  

3. The minimum age for horses and ponies is 4 years.  
4. Riders must not deviate from the marked course and every effort should be made to respect slower or faster 
riders to avoid upsetting horses. 
5. Although your dogs are welcome, they must be on a lead at all times whilst in the lorry park and no dogs are 
to be taken on the ride by horse riders. 

6. All riders must report to the Secretary and no rider may start until money has been received. 
7. Instructions from course stewards must be obeyed.  

8. Riders are required to have public liability insurance.  
9. The S&WW Hunt, organisers and landowners involved in this ride accept no liability for any loss, injury or 
damage to any equine, person or their property and equipment, however caused. 
10. All cars, lorries and horseboxes are parked at the owner’s risk. No responsibility is accepted for damage or 
loss from the above parked on the ground. 

11. If for any reason the event cannot take place a sum of £1.00 per rider will be retained by the organisers to 
cover expenses of First Aid.  
12. In the Event of Cancellation or Postponement, riders must contact the Secretary to claim any refund within 
14 days of the original event date (19

th
 April 2020). 

13. No refunds (less £2 admin fee) will be given without receipt of Doctors or Vet Certificate. 

14. Riders can be exchanged at no extra charge (with correctly signed form)  
15. All those entering this event will be deemed to have accepted the above conditions.
