
HEALTH AND SAFETY 
The organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the 
health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective, 
everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents 
occurring and must obey the instructions of the organisers and all the official 
stewards. If you come to the event on your own, please notify the organisers on 
arrival. 

RULES & CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
1. Events and competitions are unaffiliated unless stated otherwise. However, 
they will be run in accordance with the appropriate discipline rule books and 
in addition the rules set out below. 
2. The organisers and landowners accept no responsibility for any loss or 
damage to any person, animal, vehicle or property whatsoever – however 
caused. Owners/riders enter entirely at their own risk and it is a condition 
of entry that no liability of any kind attaches itself to the organisers, judges 
or landowner of the show in any respect whatsoever. 
3. Correct riding attire must be worn – it is the rider’s responsibility to ensure 
this rule is observed.  Correctly fitting headgear and boots with heels must be worn
by anyone mounted on the showground. Headgear must conform to the current BHS 
safety standards and must be either PAS 015 or BSEN 1384 standard or be 
prefixed with AST or SEI and must have a three point harness. Spot checks 
may be carried out. Non compliance will result in elimination. This rule takes
precedent over rules on headgear/footwear contained in any Rules of
Affiliated bodies.  Back protectors are compulsory for this event. 
4. The judge’s and/or organiser’s decision is final 
5. The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry without giving a reason and 
will return the entry fee accompanying such entry. 
6. The judges reserve the right to eliminate any unfit or unsound horse/pony. 
Any person, in the opinion of an event official, seen ill treating a horse/pony 
will be required to leave the showground immediately and partake in no 
further competitions at that event regardless of any entry fee being paid. 
7. Entry fees will only be refunded on the production of a medical or veterinary 
certificate. 
8. Horse/Ponies are not to be left unattended when tied up to vehicles. 
9. Children must be properly supervised at all times. 
10. Please do not leave any rubbish, droppings etc. on the showground. 
11. Failure to ring for times (when this is a requirement of the entry) will 
constitute a withdrawal. 
12. If dogs are permitted on the showground, they must be kept on a lead.
13.  No dogs, prams or bikes are permitted in the competition arena.
14.  All horses/ponies must have been vaccinated for Equine Influenza within the
last 12 months and it is strongly advised that horses have a booster if they
have not been vaccinated in the last 6 months.  You must allow 6 clear days between
having the booster and arriving at the venue.  Bring your horses/ponies passport.
Lower Haddon Livery will randomly check passports.

Warning Lower Haddon Livery is situated next to Brize Norton 
RAF Base so there may be low flying aircraft during the day.

Riders need to enter in the spirit of this event which is built for confidence
giving FUN rounds for all ages.  Riders age MUST be specified on the entry
form if 16 years old or under.  Back protectors and skull caps are 
compulsory.  Classes MAY be split.  Results will be available on the day 
but due to Covid-19 formal prize giving is not permitted.  No water on 
the course.  The 70cm course will include a ditch.

Class 1.  Lead rein/assisted individual.  Shorter 30cm course consisting 
of approx 10 jumps.  £10 per rider.

Class 2.  Pairs.  30cm course consisting of approx 15 jumps.  £30 per pair

Class 3.  Novice individual (lead rein not permitted).  30cm course consisting 
of approx15 jumps.  £16 per rider.

Class 4.  Pairs.  60cm course consisting of approx 15 jumps.  £30 per pair

Class 5.  Open.  60cm course consisting of approx 15 jumps.  £16 per rider

Class 6.  Pairs.  70cm course consisting of approx 15 jumps.  £30 per pair

Class 7.  Open.  70cm course consisting of approx 15 jumps.  £16 per rider

Rules
All classes will have a timed section.  You may have up to 3 stops at each fence, each
stop will incur 10 penalties.  After the 3rd attempt you must move on to the next fence.
If a rider falls off they can remount and carry on if the jump judge allows, but will 
incur 20 penalties.  A fall of a horse is a mandatory retirement.  A number will be 
provided but you must bring your own bib.  Arms must be covered.  Cross country 
colours encouraged.  Always ride 2 metres apart.

Times will be available on our facebook page (Lower Haddon Livery) on 
Thursday 24th September 2020 after 2pm.  If you do not acknowledge your 
time on facebook, we will assume you are withdrawing.

Covid 19 terms & conditions:  Please follow all Government guidelines.  
On arrival please park with plenty of space for social distancing.  There will 
be NO toilet facilities available.  Please do not enter the livery yard.  Please 
apply hand sanitiser on arrival and prior to leaving.  Please take any used 
PPE/litter home with you.  Anyone feeling unwell with Covid 19 type 
symptoms MUST NOT attend and a refund can be requested.
