1. All horses and ponies must be 4 years or older for all riding disciplines.

2. The judge’s decision is final.

3. The Riding Club or any agent, employee or representative of this body, nor the landlord or his tenant, accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage
owners, riders, spectators, land, cars, their contents and accessories, or any other personal property whatsoever, whether caused by their negligence, breac
way whatsoever. Entries are only accepted on this basis.

4. The organising committee reserve the right to cancel or alter classes and refuse entry.

5. Hard hats to current standards to be worn at all times while mounted with chin strap fastened. PAS 015 1998 or 2011, VGI with BSI Kitemark, Snell E2001, AS
with the SEI mark, 2006 onwards. We strongly recommend body protectors are worn for show jumping and are compulsory for cross country and under 16s. Corre
must be worm for all competitions. Pony Club jumpers are acceptable. Riders with long hair must have it tied back sufficiently or in a hair net.

6. Do not leave horses tied to the side of lorries or trailers unattended.
7. Dogs MUST be kept on a lead and any mess cleaned up.
8. Any objections must be handed to the secretary in writing with a £10.00 deposit within half an hour of the class. In the event of the objection not being upheld the depac
