No Member of British Show Jumping shall allow a stallion for which he is
responsible as owner, lease, authorized agent or rider, to attend a show, compete or be
prepared to compete in any show jumping competition without taking adequate
precautions to ensure other horses/ponies, competitors and members of the public are
not put at risk of injury. Stallion owners/riders are also asked to note and comply with rule
102.11.

Junior members competing on horses are only able to do so from the beginning of the
calendar year in which the age of 12 is reached.

In order to keep the competition centre clean and tidy, please DO NOT muck out your
lorries and trailers in the car park. Please use facilities provided.

In the event of insufficient starters lower prizes may be withheld in accordance with Rule
76.6.
