3. All riding hats must conform to Pony Club Rules 2022 and must be worn and securely fastened at all times
when mounted.

4. No galloping on the Show ground

5. No lungeing on the Show Ground.

6. Pony Club Dress Rules to apply. Jackets to be worn. No earrings or other jewellery to be worn by
competitors.

7. All Lead Reins must be attached to either the noseband or headcollar.

8. CRICKLAND QUALIFIERS - jump a double clear to qualify. Juniors and Seniors compete in different
competitions at the final.

9. Numbers will not be given out for Number Bibs. Print your own numbers in font size 300 - THREE
copies (1 for front of bib; 1 for back of bib and 1 for your vehicle). Bring your own number bib.

10. Any objection to be made in writing, accompanied by a deposit of £10.00.

11. Withdrawals - a £3.00 admin fee per class will be deducted from any refunds. No refunds will be made after
the closing date unless a medical or veterinary certificate is produced within one week of the event, subject
to notification of withdrawal prior to the event.

12. Should the Show be cancelled the organisers reserve the right to withhold £5.00 of each entry fee to offset
costs.

13. In the case of abandonment, no refunds will be given except at the discretion of the organising committee.

14. All Trophies, which will be awarded to Petersfield Pony Club members, and all Rosettes can hopefully be
awarded on the day.
