All riders must be minimum of 3 years old on 1 January 2024.

All competitors must wear a properly fitted hat, to current legal standard, at all times when
mounted.

Competitors on lead rein are NOT permitted to enter ANY other classes off the lead rein except
Class 8 Family Pony, Class 14 Ridden M&M Small Breeds. Class 18 WHP Nursery Stakes
competitors MAY have lead reins provided the rider competes Hors Concours only.

Leading reins must be attached to noseband or halter NOT to bit.

It’s the competitor’s responsibility not to enter two classes which appear likely to clash. In the
event, the competitor must decide which class to enter, as classes can not be held up
indefinitely.

NO whips or spurs in Gymkhana events or Ring 2 Lead Rein.

Any incorrect use of either whips or spurs in the showing classes will result in elimination.

In the event of an objection, a £10 deposit must be paid to the Secretary within 30 minutes of
the end of the class.

The Committee reserves the right to restrict entries.

The Committee reserves the right to cancel any event or modify the schedule.
All dogs MUST be kept on LEADS at all times.

No galloping allowed outside the Rings.

The Show Organisers and the Landowner can not be held responsible for any accident, damage,
injury or loss to any competitor, visitor, vehicle or animal.
